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Make 2010 the Year to End Tiger Farming  
 
The International Tiger Coalition has collated much  literature and independent expert opinion on tiger  
farming.  This is a summary of the facts. 
 
Tiger farms do not help tiger conservation. 

�  The assumption that a supply of products from captive bred sources will stop poaching and illegal trade does 
not hold true for tigers. 

�  Tigers are costly to produce in tiger farms, so wild tigers are cheaper to source, despite costs of transport or 
risks of prosecution. 

�  Research shows that people interested in consuming tiger products believe that those made from wild tigers 
are more effective.  

�  Law enforcement authorities cannot tell wild from farmed tiger products. 
 

Tiger farms stimulate demand for wild tiger product s.  
�  Tiger farms are already selling products purporting to come from tigers. 
�  The existence of tiger farms, especially their marketing of tiger products, confuses consumers, leading them 

to believe that trade in tiger products is legal.  
�  Continuing growth of tiger farms encourages the belief that tiger trade will reopen soon and, therefore, 

encourages speculative poaching. 
�  Tiger farms exist with a view to supplying the market with tiger products. 
�  Tiger farms in China have increased promotion and marketing of tiger bone wine. 
 

Tiger farms are not necessary .  
�  Traditional Asian medicine professionals have renounced the use of tiger products. 
�  The official Chinese pharmacopeia no longer includes tiger products. 
�  A majority of people would rather see wild tigers survive than consume tiger products. 

 
Wild tiger populations can recover. 

�  Wild tigers will come back, if we protect them from poachers. 
�  Wild tigers will thrive, if we protect their habitat and prey. 
�  Wild tigers will survive, only if the world stops trade in tiger parts & products – from all sources. 

 

Support CITES & end tiger trade: 
�  Phase out tiger farms. 
�  Make tiger trade bans permanent. 
�  Discourage demand. 
�  Enforce national laws through prosecutions.  
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
